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Do | have to wear anything special to use the centre?

Yes, you will need to wear trousers, a long sleeved top,
gloves and waterproofs. Helmets are required for all
children under six years, donutting groups, race training
groups and freeride activities - helmets are available free
of charge.

Do | already have to be able to ski/ snowboard to use the
slopes?

If you are booking tuition, no previous experience is needed.
If you want to use the slopes on a casual basis, then you
need to meet our for practice standard: Linked turns for ski-
ers and controlled toe and heel edge side slip for boarders.
All users must be able to control their descent, stop and use
the ski lifts.
